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ABSTRACT

Javor Gardev conducts his interdisciplinary dissertation
"Power, Sovereignty and Directing / Studies on Performative
Power, Interpretive Freedom and Creative Autonomy" in the
spirit of a multi-perspective polemic around the categories
"power" and "sovereignty", exploring their wvalidity in the
theatrical field and their applicability to the power

dimensions of the director-actor relationship.

The work explores the evolution of these key categories,
as well as a host of other concepts around power, the
conditions of wuse of these concepts, the 1limits of their
validity 1in intersection with the theatrical field, and the
possibility of wvalid application within it. The author draws
on a methodological arsenal from the fields of philosophy
(particularly philosophy of language), sociology, social
psychology, political science, Jjurisprudence, and theoretical

and historical theatre studies.

In the narrower focus of the study 1is the performative
power actualized by the director and the power relations
within which the director falls and interacts in the specific
contexts of modern, postmodern and contemporary theatre. 1In
the zone of interest are also the specific ways in which power
is constituted, codified, embodied, structured, regulated,
conducted, exercised and transmitted, as well as claimed,
asserted, acknowledged, enacted, withheld, constrained,
deferred and relinquished by the director in the theatrical

field.
To a large extent, the study concentrates on defining the

epistemological conditions under which it is possible to think

and make sense of the processes Jjust listed, as well as the

pitfalls and traps to which discourse about them can fall prey
if it does not exercise constant critical reflection on

itself.

While power relations are being actualized and have their
manifestations in many, if not all, spheres of life, as well
as in all historical epochs, the focus here remains strictly
on the “director-actor” relationship in the theatrical
context, and after the emergence 1in this context of the
distinct directorial figure. In agreement with most theatre
scholars, the author assumes this to be the second half of the
nineteenth century, and more specifically, the period between
1866 and 1890. The author uses excursions from the theatrical
thematic field to fields where there 1is no room for a
director-type figure, primarily for juxtapositions,
comparisons, analogies or reflections on methodological

techniques.

The first chapter explores the power of the director from
the perspective and with the approach of sociology, political

science, and social psychology.

In the second chapter, the author performs detailed
hermeneutic and semantic analyses of the layering of

conceptual apparatus around power.

In the third chapter, the dissertation research takes an
excursion into political history and jurisprudence in order to
archaeologically explore the levels of meaning and temporal
layers surrounding the idea of sovereignty and the ideological
image of the “sovereign” as the forerunner of the modern

director in the power aspects of their presence.

The fourth chapter identifies the conditions under which
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it would be possible to seek a way to explore power relations
in the theatre through both the methods of the philosophy of
language (in particular, the theory of speech acts) and
through the tools of the so-called "metaphysics of presence",
as the author traces paths towards a possible synthesis
between them that would overcome the sharp boundaries between

them and lead to their interpenetration.

Besides these four chapters, the dissertation has an

introduction, a conclusion, and a bibliography.
